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The Final Progress Report is a summary/assessment/evaluation of the entire Project.
1.  List each Project Objective and state whether or not you achieved that objective. If you did, explain/justify in detail how you achieved the objective. If you did not, explain why.

2. List the Significant Results (positive or negative).

3. Describe any major challenges encountered during the project, and how you managed them.

4. What is the significance/impact of the research? How did your research contribute to furthering medico-scientific knowledge?

5. What further work do you feel should be done in this area of research?

6. Describe any data, research materials (such as cell lines, DNA probes, animal models), protocols, software, or other information resulting from the research that is available to be shared with other investigators, and how it may be accessed.
7. Report/describe any technology developed during or arising from this project (such as small molecules, biologics, companion products, medical devices, research tools, biotechnology, diagnostics, healthcare IT, etc.). Describe the technology’s potential commercial application, and who might use it.

8. Report any intellectual property (IP) impacts arising from this research, such as patents, copyright, trademark, licensing, inventions, etc.
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
