2. This announcement hereby defines the following terms
“Scholarship” s referred to as the Scholarship that the Faculty of Tropical Medicine gives to the
candidates who are studying in the Master of Science in Tropical
Medicine (International Program) at the Faculty of Tropical
Medicine Year 2021
“Faculty” is referred to as the Faculty of Tropical Medicine, Mahidol University
“Dean” is referred to as the Dean of the Faculty of Tropical Medicine, Mahidol University
“Student” is referred to as candidates who are accepted to the Master of Science in Tropical
Medicine (International Program)
“Committee” s referred to as the committees assigned by the Dean to consider the
qualifications of the student or candidate to study in the
Master of Science in Tropical Medicine (International Program)

4. Qualification of those who are deserved to receive the scholarship

cumulative grade point average at the bachelor’s degree of 3.00 or more. ,
4.2 Have passed the English Language Score for admission test of the Faculty of Graduate

Studies, Mahidol University '

7. Procedures of scholarship granting
The Faculty of Tropical Medicine will pay scholarship according to items 5(4) to 5(13) and
items 5(16) to 5(20) to the student by transferring to the Faculty of Graduate Studies, Mahidol University.
ltems 5(1) to 5(3), 5(14) to 5(15) and 5(21) to 5(23) will be paid directly to student.
8. The Scholarship is withheld in the following cases:
8.1 Death of the beneficiary
8.2 Termination of student status due to mental or physical health problems with the officiat
medical certificate from government hospital
8.3 Termination of student status due to other causes than 8.1 and 8.2
84 Not keeping up with the honor and reputation of the Mahidol University or misconduct of

student ethics in accordance with the regulation of the Mahidol University



8.5 Have a cumulative grade point average of less than 3.00 or not able to graduate within
the time specified by the program

8.6 Does not meet the specified qualifications for this scholarship

8.7  Have an average score in scholarships supported semester of less than 3.25. The
scholarship will be suspended temporarily until the average score reaches 3.25. However, the total period
for the scholarship is not more than that specified in item 6.

8.8 Unable to report the progress of the thesis as required by Faculty of Graduate Studies,
Mahidol University before the end of each semester. The scholarship will be suspended temporarily untit

the report is completed.

In the event that students are unable to publish their research within the time specified by Faculty
of Graduate Studies, Mahidol University and within 3 years after the defense of thesis or suspension of
scholarships according to any item from 8(3) to 8(6), all scholarships received must be retumed to Faculty

of Tropical Medicine, Mahidol University within a period of 3 years.

In case of the suspension of scholarships according to any item from 8(7) to 8(8) and later meet
any of the criteria in item 8(3) to 8(6), all scholarships received must be returned to Facutty of Tropical
Medicine, Mahidol University within a period of 3 years.

9. If there is any conflict in the implementation of this announcement, the Dean of Faculty of Tropical
Medicine will be the judge and make the final decision.
